EMP Group - From Idea to Business

Dennis Kayser, a computer science student at the University
of Copenhagen, is Founding Director of the company EMP
Group - a business idea that emerged during his studies.

Dennis and three of his co-students conducted their
bachelor research project in collaboration with the Danish
bank Nordea. Their task was to solve a very practical and
concrete problem in the bank’'s computer system - creating
accurate project cost estimation of Nordea’s IT projects with
the goal of eventually reducing the costs. The team had
one goal in mind: to create the best and most accurate
estimation platform on the planet.

EMP Group participated in the annual business idea
competition ‘Venture Cup'. Their business idea got them to
second place amongst 250 business plans and 700+ students
from all over the country. EMP Group was nominated one of
the best business ideas with the highest growth potential.
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Dennis Kayser and his team were assisted by the University's
student business incubator Katapult in the early phases of
building up their business. In mid 2009 EMP Group added
new skills both to the core team and to the company board.

Knowledge

For CEO Claus Shafer-Nielsen of Shafer-N, there is no
doubt about the University's key role in the EU-funded
project PepChipOmics: “It is a significant advantage that a
group of researchers from the University has the opportunity
of testing a technology. We would not have had resources
for that task”. PepChipOmics gives the company a unique
support in terms of innovation and validation and provides
new marketing possibilities.

Research and Modelling Assistance

The starting point for PepChipOmics is a technology platform
developed in collaboration between two SMEs - the Danish
company Shafer-N and the French Re-Logistics. The two
companies have teamed up with both Danish and foreign
universities who each contribute to research and modelling
so the project can end up with an actual demonstration of
the workability and potential of peptide microarrays.

For these microarray manufacturers the EU grant, a total of
3 million €, is crucial: "It is vital that the financial support our
company gets out of the project makes it possible for us to
run a higher risk in terms of R&D - and that is what creates
innovation,” says Claus Shafer- Nielsen.

“It is incredibly hard to meet the administrative requirements
of the EU system. It is therefore a great advantage that
the University deals with the scientific and administrative
coordination. Without the EU Office’s support we would not
have had the resources either to write the application or
to implement the administrative part of the project, “says
Claus Shafer-Nielsen.
